3.1f your child us signed up for busing, you will receive a bus tag to attach to their backpack that identifies their
bus route.

Parent Drop Off and Pick Up
Students may be dropped off at Lannoye Elementary School no earlier than 8:20am. The drop off location is the
Main Entrance, Door 1.

Students may be picked up at 1:00pm or 3:00pm. The pick up location is the main entrance. Please wait outside.
A teacher will escort students out of the building.

Busing

We offer busing, free of charge, from the following locations: Chase Town Hall (Sunnyside Area), St. Max Church
Parking Lot, Krakow Community Park, Pulaski High School, Encompass Childcare Center and Peaceful Beginnings
Childcare Center.

AM buses pick students up between 7:15-7:30am. Please be on time. AM buses will not wait for late students.

PM buses drop students off between 3:45-4:00pm. Students will be bused from Lannoye Elementary to PHS
where they will be put on the bus to their pick up location.
